I. Name

The name of this organization shall be the University of British Columbia (UBC) Let’s Talk Science (LTS) Partnership Program.

II. Mission Statement

a. Let’s Talk Science Mission Statement

Let's Talk Science strives to improve Science literacy through leadership, innovative educational programs, research and advocacy. We motivate and empower youth to use science, technology and engineering to develop critical skills, knowledge and attitudes needed to thrive in our world.
b. UBC LTS Partnership Program Mission Statement

The UBC LTS Partnership Program strives to improve Science literacy through the Science outreach efforts of members of the scientific research community at the University of British Columbia, working with children from elementary and secondary schools in Vancouver.
III. Membership

The membership of the UBC LTS Partnership Program shall consist of University of British Columbia graduate students, post-doctoral fellows, research technicians, and senior undergraduate students with extensive laboratory experience in Science disciplines who have registered with the Partnership Program by completing a volunteer application form and signed a volunteer agreement.
IV. Program Coordinators

a. Three coordinators shall govern the UBC LTS Partnership Program. Decisions about the UBC LTS Partnership Program are made with unanimous approval from the three coordinators.
b. The term of office for coordinators shall be one year, commencing April 1st and continuing until March 31st of the following year, unless other arrangements are made at the time of appointment or agreed upon by the coordinators during the term.
c. Coordinators may choose to continue for an additional term at the end of their year of service. There is no limit to the number of terms that a coordinator may serve, however, the coordinators will be monitored by, and regularly report to, the UBC Vice President Students Office.
d. Outgoing and continuing coordinators are responsible for hiring new coordinators before their term of office is complete.
e. Coordinators are responsible for running the UBC LTS Partnership Program, including:
i. recruiting volunteers and teachers to the Program
ii. providing a training session for volunteers
iii. partnering volunteers and teachers and assisting in the maintenance of those partnerships
iv. tracking volunteer participation in the Program
v. sending a monthly electronic newsletter to volunteers
vi. maintaining the UBC LTS Partnership Program website
vii. developing a yearly budget for the UBC LTS Partnership Program
viii. maintaining the finances of the UBC LTS Partnership Program
ix. fundraising for the UBC LTS Partnership Program
x. reporting to UBC LTS Partnership Program sponsors at least twice per year
xi. reporting to the LTS National Office, including all regular activity reports and the annual report
xii. recognizing the efforts of Program volunteers, including hosting a year-end event
V. Policies

a. All volunteers are required to:
i. submit a completed volunteer application to the Program coordinators
ii. attend a training session
iii. sign a volunteer agreement
b. Teachers are required to submit a completed teacher application in order to register for the Program
c. Teachers will be partnered a volunteer whose interests most closely match those of the teacher wherever possible.
VI. Amendments to the Constitution

a. All amendments shall be agreed upon by Program Coordinators in order to become effective.
b. The constitution shall be reviewed annually and amendments made as necessary.
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
