	Natural Selection: Rock Paper Scissors in the Real World

	Learning Objectives:


	· illustrate concept of evolutionary choices with California Lizards



	Diagram of Set-up:
	Explain rules of Rock, Paper, Scissors.

Assign Aggressively Mating Lizard, Defensive Lizard, and Promiscuous Lizard to rock scissors and paper respectively.



	How to Perform the Experiment:
	10 rounds of rock paper and scissors with rules of play.  Three groups are made (the aggressors, the defenders, and the sneakers) and given the following rule – You must choose your own strength (ie: rock for aggressors) 6 out of 10 times and each of the other 2 (scissors and paper) twice each.  The choice of when to choose each is up to you.

Explain point system.  1 point awarded for every time your choice beats the another choice (a maximum of 2 points (ie: if you choose rock and both others choose scissors)) and a minimum of 0 points.  If all three students choose the same – 0 points.  If rock, paper and scissors are all shown, 1 point each. 

Allow class time to go through 10 rounds and then ask what type of lizard won in each group.
