ALL SCIENCE CHALLENGE: The All Science Challenge was developed in 2004 by the Let’s Talk Science Partnership 
Program at McMaster University in Hamilton, Ont., and is now held at universities across Canada throughout May. 
The competition tests students in the subject areas of biology, biochemistry, chemistry, earth and environmental 
science, engineering, mathematics, psychology and physics. The final elimination round will showcase student 
teams in an intense jeopardy-style competition.

LET’S TALK SCIENCE PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM: Since 1993, science, engineering, and technology students at 
universities and colleges across Canada have been teaming up with educators to ignite science excitement in 
students in elementary and secondary schools.
